WATERCOLOR CLASSES WITH BRIAN SCHREINER SUPPLY LIST

If you have painted in watercolor before, please bring what you have. You can spend a
lot or a little, so buy what is comfortable for you. For beginners I will list supplies and
where appropriate give you an economy option, so that you can start with a more
reasonable expense. Later you might want to replace your economy items as you go.

Watercolor Paints Colors: thalocyanine blue, thalocyanine green, sap green, cerulean
blue, alizarin crimson, cadmium yellow (light or medium), paynes gray and burnt sienna.
By the tube: Professional: Winsor Newton, Economy: Grumbacker

By the paint set Economy: Reeves or Royal with 12 or 18 colors.

Palette: any size with a cover. Professional: John Pike palette.

Painting Board: any board that will not be damaged by water and that will accept staples.
% inch or % inch plywood at 18” x 24” dimension is a good start.

Watercolor Brushes: 1 inch aquarelle style brush, #8 or #10 round brush, #4 or #5 round
detail brush. White imitation sable brushes are recommended. Real red sable brushes are
expensive. and might be purchased as you go. Don’t buy BRISTLE BRUSHES now.

Watercolor Paper: 140 pound Arches brand cold press paper or equal.

Other Supplies: plastic water container — margarine tubs will do fine.
masking tape
roll of toilet paper
H art pencils or #2 or #3 pencils »
staple gun with staples
watercolor paper mounting brown tape
natural spounges
salt shaker
flat paper prep spounge

Additional Supplies to be considered for purchase later:
masking misquit fluid
blow dryer
opaque white- gouche white or Chinese white

Additional Supplies for an outdoor painting workshop:
folding lawn chair
water containers quart size
folding painting easle

Supply Container: a Rubbermaid roughneck tub or equal will work well.
